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= Abstract

The purpose of the article is to determine the main sociocultural features of the holiday
in contrast to everyday life. The research methodology is based on general scientific and
special methods of scientific knowledge, integrated from cultural studies, sociology, philosophy,
which contributed to the interdisciplinary synthesis of scientific reflection. The sociocultural
approach made it possible to analyse the holiday and everyday life based on paradigmatic
unity: society — culture — man. Comprehensive analysis of the subject of study was made
possible by the principles of objectivity and impartiality. The scientific novelty is the study of the
holiday as a sociocultural phenomenon in the dimensions of everyday life because today the
holiday changes its functional meaning, significantly affects the nature of not only festive but
also everyday time, i.e. determines the main features of lifestyles and everyday life acquiring
signs of a relevant sociocultural phenomenon. Conclusions. The cognitive model of the holiday
study as a sociocultural phenomenon should be based on a number of paradigms due to the
peculiarities of the ontological meaning of human existence, primarily in the vital dimension
of two integral dichotomous phenomena of festivity and everyday life. Their unity practically
determines the existence of man as a social being, included in the complex organism of
intersubjective communication at all levels of sociocultural interaction. With the help of rituals,
the holiday regulates sociocultural processes, providing a natural principle of alternation, a kind
of balance that allows people and society to switch sporadically, which, in turn, ensures the
reproduction of culture at all levels of life. The article determines that the holiday becomes
a kind of emotional impulse. This archetype motivates us to participate in festive events, even
without considering their role as relaxing or compensatory factors.
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
