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= Abstract

value, educational and organisational aspects of academic environment in modern universities
is revealed. Scientific novelty. In this article modern foreign experience of understanding
challenges and problems has been studied for the first time in the aspect of their connection
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with the state of academic culture in the 21t century. Conclusions. It is asserted that the
transformative trend of the last years has caused changes in academic culture, that boosted
a lot of universities to informative-institutional openness, practical orientation in the educational
process, in particular, intensified the dynamics of their development. The complex of questions
connected with the changes in the image of academic culture has been highlighted (working-
