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The aim of the article is to analyse the potential of convergence between Festival Studies
and Cultural Studies, to outline promising areas of research on festival practices at the pres-
ent stage based on the correlation of the mentioned studios. Research results. In contrast
to the discourses on festival tourism and festival management, which operate with quantita-
tive methods, the discourse on the role, significance and impact of festivals on society and
culture, and vice versa, emphasises not only the importance of festival practice qualitative
analysis, but also suggests Festival Studies and Cultural Studies convergence. As a result of
this convergence, a common field of research approaches is emerging that helps to reveal the
culture-creating potential of festival practices and movements and to present festivals as an
important component of the culture metasystem. The scientific novelty of the study lies in the
fact that for the first time in Ukrainian cultural studies, Festival Studies and Cultural Studies
convergence is considered as a promising methodological approach designed to enrich both
areas, primarily through a qualitative cultural analysis of festival practice. Conclusions. It is
found that from the perspective of Cultural Studies, festivals are a configuration or a form of
cultural demonstration and cultural communication. They constitute a space for the generation
of narrative, experience and memory and are also a public sphere that involves subjects as
active participants and creators of this sphere and, at the same time, recipients of cultural and
artistic meanings under its influence. It is proved that many interesting and relevant topics re-
lated to festival practice, those that require a thorough qualitative analysis, emphasise the im-
portance of Festival Studies and Cultural Studies convergence, combining their methodolog-
ical potentials, which will help to expand the focus of the analysis, offering new perspectives
and aspects not represented by quantitative research in tourism, management and marketing.
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
