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The aim of the article is to identify the peculiarities of digital public art reception in the
urban space of a modern city. Research results. The article explores the issues of digital
public art reception in Western and Eastern cultures; clarifies the concepts of “public space”
and “public art”; considers digital technologies as an effective tool for updating foreign cultural
practices represented in the contemporary urban space on the example of public art. The
scientific novelty lies in the fact that for the first time in contemporary national cultural studies,
the peculiarities of digital public art reception as a foreign cultural practice are examined on
the example of international and Ukrainian experience. Conclusions. Public art defines cultural
boundaries, works of art, material carriers of culture and their meaning, broad participation and
interaction in the public space of a modern city. As of the beginning of the third decade of the
twenty-first century, public art practices are usually presented in new forms, including digital.
At the present stage, artistic expressions through foreign cultural practices and interaction
with urban space go beyond mere aesthetics, becoming a means of social commentary and
intercultural research, and can challenge the existing norms in the urban public space. The
study of digital public art in the urban space of a modern city through the prism of foreign cultural
practices concept has revealed that: the reception peculiarities should be considered through
the prism of cultural context and modelling by social conditions; differences in reception in the
West and East are based on the use of different views on the representation of the visual world
of digital public art in both geometric and metaphorical terms; Eastern and Western practices
of digital public art create different psychological states of involvement or “belonging”, cause
a stirring of Digital public art, presented in the contemporary urban space of Ukraine, is
a complex, multidimensional phenomenon, the study of which is a prism for identifying the
national cultural strategy.
